Brookfield Terrace, Blackrock **
Works will take place at Brookfield Terrace Laneway, Blackrock at its junction with Carysfort Avenue to a distance of 80m into Brookfield Terrace. This work will commence on Monday 9th January and continue until March 7th 2012. The works are to facilitate the Carysfort / Maretimo Stream Improvement Scheme. A Traffic Management Plan will be in place and local access will be maintained at all times.

Dublin Regional Watermains Rehabilitation Works ***
Motorists are advised that works will be taking place in the following locations week commencing 16th January 2012 to facilitate the Dublin Region Watermain Rehabilitation Works. 

Dun Laoghaire Rathdown Area
· Glenageary Road Lower - Thursday stop and go in operation on Glenageary Road Lower
· Glenageary Road Lower -  Friday - 4 way temporary traffic lights at the junction Glenageary Road Lower and Corrig Road.  The permanent traffic lights will be taken out. 

# Frascati Road - left slip lane to Barclay Court

The left turn slip lane in the city bound direction will be shortened to facilitate work for the Carysfort / Maretimo Stream Improvement Scheme. This will be in effect from Monday 16th January until 28th February.

# Brighton Road, Foxrock **
Works will commence to upgrade the footpaths, kerbs and road surface on Brighton Road, Foxrock from its junction with Kerrymount Avenue to Foxrock Village from Monday January 23rd to Friday March 16th. A Traffic Management System will be in place and local access will be maintained at all times. 

>> Carysfort Avenue - Lane Closure to facilitate Carysfort / Maretimo Stream Works***

Works will be carried out from 10am to 4pm each day and the traffic lights at the junction of Marine Road and Georges Street will be switched off during this time. A Traffic Management Plan will be in operation for the duration of the work with a stop/go system in place.

>> Drummartin Link Road (from LUAS at St. Benildus Road) to

Dundrum Roundabout and Back **
From 7am to 3pm on Saturday 3rd and Sunday 4th March, 2012 there will be Road Gully Cleaning and Road Sweeping in operation.
